
Prayer Pointers (Jul 2024) 
 

1. Pray for In Christ Singapore, for the mission of the church. Pray that we be a church 
that welcomes the presence of God. We pray that as we worship here at M Hotel, 
that we will be the blessing that we are called to be to the community around us. We 
pray that God’s presence and Spirit will be strong among us at all our weekly Sunday 
services. We pray that as people join us for the service, for Kids Church and for the 
Youth Fellowship, that they will experience Your love, grace, and mercy in action 
through us. We pray too as we welcome another church congregation to M Hotel, 
may we extend love and graciousness as we adjust to sharing the space. May we be 
good ambassadors of your love to those we meet.

Your presence go before them as they familiarise themselves in the new room. . We 
pray that the different aspects associated with the move be well looked into and 
commit the transition into Your hands.
